July

Set up your Learning
Agreement

At the beginning of the month you
will receive information from the

International Office on how to set
up your Learning Agreement.

Hall of Residence

If you have indicated in your application
that you would like to reserve a room in
a hall of residence for the duration of
your stay, the Studierendenwerk will
contact you by the end if the month.

Get in touch with your
Buddy

If you have registered for the
Buddy Programme, your Buddy will
contact you towards the end of the
month and can already tell you a
few things about Greifswald.

31 July

Enroliment

At the end of the month you will receive
the application for enrolment, which
you must submit by 31 July.

August

Room offer

After you have applied for a room
in a hall of residence via the
Studierendenwerk link, you will
receive a room offer during the
course of the month, which you
will need to confirm.

Semester fee
payment

After you have been enrolled, you will
receive your enrolment certificate and
an invoice for the semester fee, which
must be transferred within 14 days.

31 August

Learning Agreement
deadline

You have until 31 August to submit
your Learning Agreement and
Transcript of Records.

September

Information on First
Steps

At the beginning of September you will
receive information about the first
activities, such as the intensive language
course, and steps after your arrival.
